There are many different kinds of communities (社区) around the world. Communities can be urban (in a city), suburban (near a city), or rural (in the countryside, far from a city).

    Urban communities usually have many neighborhoods(街坊，四邻), where people often live close together in apartment buildings(公寓楼) or small houses. Streets in these neighborhoods(住宅区) often have lots of people and many stores and businesses. People in urban neighborhoods often walk or take public transportation (交通工具)to get to places.

    In suburban communities, people live in separate(分开的，各自的) houses. Stores and businesses are not usually nearby, and people often have to drive to get there. Some suburban communities have public transportation, and others don’t.

    In rural communities, people often live far from each other, not in neighborhoods. There isn’t usually any public transportation, and people have to drive everywhere. 

    Whether in urban, suburban, or rural areas, some communities are friendly, and others aren’t. For example, in some communities, people know their neighbors, they help each other, and their children play together all the time. In other communities, people sometimes don’t even know their neighbors’ name.

    In the old days, most people around the world lived in small towns and villages, where they knew their neighbors. These days, more people live in large urban communities. Experts (专家)think that in the future most people will live in “megacities” of more than ten million people. Will there be friendly neighborhoods in these communities in the future? Time will tell.

“Memorize(记忆) these words.” “Learn this spelling rule.” “Don’t forget the exam tomorrow.” You remember things every day, but how do you do it?

    You find a telephone number in the phone book, dial(拨打) it and then forget it. This is your short-term memory. It lasts less than 30 seconds. However, you don’t look in the phone book for your best friend’s number. You know it. This is long-term memory. Your long-term memory has everything that you remember.

Why do you forget something? What is the reason? You did not learn it in the beginning. This is the main reason for forgetting. But you can remember better. Here are some ideas. 

1. Move information from your short-term memory to your long-term memory. Practice the information. Spend time on it.

2. Be sure that you understand the information. It is difficult to memorize something you don’t understand.

3. Do only one thing at a time. Study in a quiet place. You cannot listen to music and memorize at the same time.

4. Try to connect(把…联系起来) the new information with something you already know. 

5. Divide the information into parts. Do not have more than seven parts. Learn one part and stop for a few minutes. Don’t try to learn all the parts at the same time.

6 Make a picture in your mind. For example, when you learn the word SOFA, make a picture in your mind of this furniture. Remember what it looks like.

7. Try to relax when you study. Enjoy it. You cannot remember things when you are tried or unhappy.

    Some people have a photographic(摄影般的) memory. They see everything like a picture. In this way, they can remember many things. Would you like to have a photographic memory?
