Forget Zach Snyder's "Man of Steel" or Keanu Reeves' "Man of Tai Chi". This summer a

Chinese movie — "Tiny Times" is more concentrated on than those foreign ones. 

"Tiny Times" tells the story of four fashionable college girls in Shanghai and the film is perhaps best described as a mixture of "The Devil Wears Prada", "Sex and the City" and "The Bling Ring". The movie is based on the novel written by Guo Jingming, a 30-year-old author who also directed the film.

Guo's fans say he's the voice of a new material-minded (专注于物质的) generation, but 
many critics (评论家) think "Tiny Times" will set a bad example for Chinese youth.
"I have seen 6,000 or 7,000 movies, and this is one of the few that I hate. " Raymond Zhou, a well-known critic said.

Ren Shanshan, a writer for the Guangdong Daily, commented: “Its story lines are incomplete; its characters are flat and simplistic and its life is unreal." 

"Materialism (物质主义) is something we face every day now, and it is not dirty," Guo Jingming told China Daily. He also said the film focuses on the "friendship" and the struggles of young people in a materialistic world.
Liu Qiong，a journalist said. "If we bombard our eyes and ears only with 'Tiny Times,' materialism and consumerism（消费主义）will rule the society."
Zhang Zhao, Chief executive（总裁）of Le Vision Pictures, said he wasn't afraid of the quarrel about “Tiny Times”. He said, "Parents are worried about their kids will follow this example. And ... A-class filmmakers are saying they don’t know how to make a film anymore with movies like this succeeding". 
Females made up 85% of the audience for "Tiny Times," with most ages 15 to 25. "This is a student-oriented film, so we thought we would get the sequel（续集）into theaters before they go back to school," explained Zhang, adding that a third and fourth films are in development.

New York becomes the first city in the US to ban large-sized sweet beverages. On September 13, 2012, the New York City Health Department became the first in the nation to ban the sale of large sweet beverages in restaurants and movie theaters. The ban includes sodas and sweet tea. The law aimed at cutting down the number of kids who were overweight. It is reported that in America, at least two-thirds of the adults are overweight.

The ban was carried on in March, 2013. It has stopped restaurants from selling large sweet beverages, including fruit juice and milk shakes.

New York City’s Board of Health members say that banning large-sized drinks is an important step towards helping people not only to drink fewer junk drinks, but may also encourage people to make other healthy changes to their diet. It is said that junk drinks make up 43% of all the drinks in American diet.

Although it is a good idea to eat healthily, many restaurant owners, makers of sodas, Coca-Cola and Mcdonald’s are upset because the ban could hurt certain business. The groups plan to challenge the rule. “People are smart enough to choose what to eat and drink,” one fast-food owner said.

How often do you travel by plane? How much electricity do you use? These days everyone is worried about the size of their carbon footprint. In order to reduce global warming, we need to make our carbon footprints smaller. But how much CO2 are we responsible for?

A new book by Mike Berners Lee (a leading expert in carbon footprint) might be able to help. It looks at the different things we do and buy, and calculates the amount of CO2 all of the following created: the ingredients, the electricity used in the brewery, the equipment, the travel and commuting of the beer, and the packaging. It’s amazing how many different things need to be included in each calculation. And it’s frightening how much CO2 everything produces.

But all of this can help us decide which beer to drink. From Berners Lee’s calculations, it’s clear that a pint (568ml) of locally-brewed beer has a smaller carbon footprint than a bottle of imported beer. This is because the imported beer has been transported from far away, and it uses more packaging. The local beer only produces 300g of CO2, but the imported beer produces 900g! So, one pint of local beer is better for the environment than three cans of cheap foreign lager ( a light kind of beer) from the supermarket.

Berners Lee has even calculated the carbon footprint of cycling to work. Nothing is more environmentally-friendly than riding a bike, surely? Well, it depends on what you’ve had to eat before. To ride a bike we need energy and for energy we need food. So if we eat a banana and then ride a kilo[image: image1.png]h 22 22 BLR (ZXXK.COM)




meter and a half, our footprint is 65g of CO2. However, if we eat bacon before the bike ride, it’s 200g. In fact, bananas are good in general because they don’t need packaging, they can be transported by boat and they grow in natural sunlight.

So, does this mean that cycling is bad for the environment? Absolutely not, for a start, if you cycle, you don’t use your car, and the fewer cars on the road, the fewer traffic jams. And cars in traffic jams produce three times more CO2 than cars traveling at speed. Cycling also makes you healthy and less likely to go to a hospital. And hospitals have very big carbon footprints!

So maybe it’s time for us all to start making some changes. Pass me a banana and a pint of local beer, please.
