A study of nearly 1000 pairs of identical and non-identical tyins found genes control half the persanalicy
fraits that make people happy while factors such as relationships, hiealth and careers are rosponsible for the rest of
our wellbeing,

“We found that around half the differences in happiaess were cenetic,” said Tim Bates, & researchor at the
Universiy of Edinburgh who led the stucy. It s really quite surprising.*

The researchers asked the yolunteers — ranging in age from 25 10 75 - 4 series of questions about their personality,
how much they worred and horw satisfied ihey were with theic lives.

Because identical twing share fhe same genes and fraternal twins do ao, the researchers could identify common
‘genes that result in certain personality rei and predispose people to happiness.

People who are sociable, active, stable, hardworking and conscientious tend to be happier, the researchers
reported in the journal Psychologicel Selence:

"What this study showed was that the identical twins in a family were very similar in personality and in
well-being, and by contrast, the fraternal twins. were only around %alf s similar,” Bates sald. "That strongly
implicates genes."
