“Which is the right bin (373 #§) for my garbage (5i#§)?” This may be the
most-asked question in Shanghai since it started a new garage-sorting (fizik 75 2)
program on July 1. People divide garbage into wet, dry, recyclable (°][E1¥ZAY) and
harmful —many people might be confused about how to sort it in a proper way.

To help people understand it, China’ s tech companies (& #;22 &) are giving a
hand. For example, if you want to know which bin your wet wipes (;2M) should go in,
you can just open a mini app (/N2 ) in WeChat or Alipay and look for “wet wipes”.
The app will give you the answer right away. Soon, you might do it in an easier way.

Maybe you can just take a photo of the garbage and then be told where it should go.
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This kind of technology (7K) is called image recognition (B {&iR5l). It uses

artificial intelligence (Al, AIL%Z#&). Many companies around the world are making

garbage-sorting robots (#1888 A) that use this technology. For example, AMP Robotics

in the US has made a robot that can sort food and drink packages (8%). The robot

sees pictures on the packaging, and then it will pick up the trash and putitin the right

place.

It seems the future of garbage-sorting is good, butit’ s not the best way. The best

thing we can do is to make less garbage in the first place.
