In a distinctive art style, the picture above vividly depicts a boy, who is standing in front of his father.
Dressed in a stage costume (a Monkey King costume), the child appears depressed, murmuring, “Daddy, my
classmates don't think that (the) drama is appealing.” His father stares at his beloved son thoughtfully, saying
gently to him, “As long as you enjoy it, my son.”

Three factors are significant in my interpretation of this picture. First and foremost, in an era of cultural
diversification, it is important to make one's own choice (option). However, it is disturbing to find that some

youngsters seldom formed this thinking and behavioral pattern, when they are under peer pressure. Second,
as is illustrated in the matter of hobby and taste, they are invariably influenced by other people's comment,
but somewhat reluctant to follow their favorite lifestyle. Indeed, what these youngsters lack is nothing but
self-confidence in their own options. Third and last, another aspect deserves due attention, apart from the
above-mentioned facts. Without independent thinking, it is barely possible to spark the slightest interest in
such realms as art and culture, let alone exercise one's own freedom of choice. Some readers might ask me
whether the youngsters can insist on their opinion and show their individuality, the answer will probably be

negative.

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As is demonstrated in the statistic above, the citizens who choose to take physical exercise alone and
stay with their friends account for 54.3 percent and 47.70 percent respectively, the two largest groups in this
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survey. In comparison, those who do sports with their families or choose group activities make up nothing
more than 23.20 percent and 15.80 percent. It can be concluded that there is diversification in the modes of
physical exercise in this city.

Three factors are significant in my comment. First and foremost, physical exercise_is of great
importance in this Chinese city. Evidently, an increasing number of citizens have already formed this good
habit in the daily lives of many people. Second, as is illustrated above, these people are in preference for
taking part in various kinds of sports activities, which can provide them with not only solid physical health,
but also leisure hours. Indeed, what they own in this process is nothing but relaxation or entertainment.
Third and last, another aspect deserves due attention, apart from the above-mentioned facts, instead of

attending group activities, an overwhelming majority of people would rather do sports alone, or do so with

their friends and families. This can be related to inadequate municipal service. In this situation, the existing
facilities, including fitness centers and gyms. cannot fulfill the rising demand of many people. That's why

few people choose group activities to do sports.

The trend in the chart above will probably develop in the predictable future, if little improvement is

made in the social service facilities. This comment is based on data collection, statistical analysis and social
observation.
